In New York State 19% (or 848,413) of children under age 18 live in poor families. 
Families are considered to be poor if their annual income falls below the federal 
poverty level. For example, a family of four is poor if their annual income is under 
$20,000. Often, this income is earned by a working parent (2/3 of poor people 
nationwide work) Minimum wage in New York State is $7.15 per hour and even 
working full-time year-round, a parent would only earn about $15,000. Think about 
the intolerable choices a parent must make when family income is too low to 
cover even the basic needs of their children. Please pray for all children at risk 
and watch the Connection next week for more information about our Diocesan 
advocacy initiative on behalf of children.
