Pastoral Perspectives: 
The very first martyr in the United States was Father Juan de 
Padilla, a Franciscan missionary. He came to Kansas from old Mex-
ico with Coronado in 1541, eighty years before the pilgrims landed 
at Plymouth Rock. He converted many natives, although many re-
fused to listen. When Coronado returned to Mexico, this zealous 
priest remained with a few companions, continuing to preach, to 
baptize and offer mass. One day as he and his small group were 
bringing Christ to a neighboring tribe, he was attacked. Fearless, 
Father Padilla ordered his companions to flee, while he knelt on the 
Kansas prairie, a target for his persecutors that made him the first in this country to 
shed his blood for Christ. 
His story is the story of Christianity. It is also the story of this weekend’s gospel. When 
Jesus preached his gospel, many accepted his words, but many also rejected the 
message. Some even threatened to throw him off a cliff, as we heard read in the gos-
pel. This would be the lot of many who followed him. “They have persecuted me; they 
will persecute you.”  
Christians can also persecute other Christians. They take advantage of the poor, the 
weak and the helpless. They destroy their neighbor’s peace of mind and good name 
by gossip. They make no effort to help those in need. 
If we have inflicted an injustice on our neighbor, we can read this week’s second read-
ing, from Paul’s letter to the Corinthians: “Love is kind…” 
Inspired and strengthened by Christ’s death for us may we resolve to live in the kind-
ness of Christ. 
Thought for the week:  Let your kids see in you what you want to see in them. 
Smile for the week: A mother was preparing pancakes for her sons, Kevin 5, and 

Ryan, 3. The boys began to argue over who would get the first pancake. Their 
mother saw the opportunity for a moral lesson. “If Jesus were sitting here, he 
would say, ‘Let my brother have the first pancake, I can wait.’” Kevin turned to his 
younger brother and said: “Ryan, you be Jesus.”
