“What,”  declared Washington, “you have walked sixty miles to save the life of an 
enemy?

Pardon in hand, Miller hurried to the place of execution, fifteen miles away. He ar-
rived just as the traitor was being led to the scaffold. Noticing Miller, the condemned 
man shouted: “There’s old Peter Miller. He came to get his revenge by seeing me 
hanged.”  Miller stepped forward and gave him his pardon, signed by Washington. 
Thank God there are still many Peter Millers. Jesus in this week’s scripture invites us 
to pray for the person we think has offended us. With God’s help we can forgive the 
person. Pray with special focus the words of the Lord’s Prayer: “Forgive us as we 
forgive others.”  
Forgiving an enemy, real or imaginary, can turn them into a friend and win them for 
Christ. Best of all, it makes us a true follower of Jesus who prayed for those who 
nailed him to a cross: “Father, forgive them.”
