SAINT FAUSTINA &  DIVINE MERCY SUNDAY 
 

 
The second Sunday of Easter celebrates God’s Divine Mercy.  His mercy is 
facilitated through the powers given the disciples, as described in today’s  
gospel reading.  In 1931, God’s mercy also was revealed to Saint Faustina, a 
Sister of Our Lady of Mercy, whose sainthood is appropriately recognized on 
Divine Mercy Sunday. 
 
After his Resurrection, when Jesus stood in the midst of his disciples, he said 
to them: “Peace be with you.  As the Father has sent me, so I send you.”   He 
breathed on them and said to them: “Receive the Holy Spirit.  Whose sins you 
forgive are forgiven them, and whose sins you retain are retained.”    Thus, by 
giving this power to his disciples and their ordained successors: our Catholic 
priests, Jesus enabled his divine mercy to be extended to mankind.   
 
Forever linked to Divine Mercy Sunday is the name of St. (Mary) Faustina, 
who was born in Poland in 1905.  She joined the Congregation of the Sisters 
of Our Lady of Mercy in 1925.  In addition to carrying out her work faith-
fully, generously serving the needs of the sisters and the local people, she also 
had a deep interior life.  This included receiving revelations from the Lord, 
Jesus, messages that she recorded in her diary at the request of Christ and of 
her confessors.  At a time when some Catholics had an image of God as such 
a strict judge that they might despair about the possibility of being forgiven, 
Jesus chose to emphasize his mercy and forgiveness for sins acknowledged 
and confessed.  He once told Sr. Mary Faustina, as was recorded in her diary, 
“ I do not want to punish aching mankind, but I desire to heal it, pressing it to 
my merciful heart.”   Sister Faustina died of tuberculosis in 1938.  Pope John 
Paul II beatified her in 1993 and canonized her in 2000.   
 
The “Easter Mystery of the Redemption”  includes the suffering, death, burial, 
resurrection, and eventual ascension of Christ, followed by the sending of the 
Holy Spirit.  During the Mass of canonization of St. Faustina, the Holy Father 
referred to the strict connection between the Easter Mystery of the  
Redemption  and this Feast of Divine Mercy on the Octave Day of Easter.  
This feast adds so much more meaning to the church’s continued celebration 
of Easter.

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Imagine the disciples in today’s Gos-
pel, hiding in fear, and suddenly hav-
ing the very one they abandoned and 
denied standing before them. As they 
were forced to face their guilt and 
sorrow over what they had done, did 
they expect Jesus to show anger? 
Disappointment? Imagine the warm-
ing of their hearts as they heard Je-
sus’  first words to them, “Peace be 
with you.”  
 
In their letter, The Challenge of 
Peace, the U.S. Catholic Bishops 
write that “One of the most striking 
characteristics of this new (way of 
life under God’s reign) is 
forgiveness. All who hear Jesus are 
repeatedly called to forgive one an-
other, and to do so not just once, but 
many, many times.”  (#46) 
 
Reflection: In our sorrow and guilt, 
can we hear the risen Jesus’  gentle 
words of affection spoken to us, 
“Peace be with you”? When we have 
reason to be angry and disappointed, 
can we, in turn, speak words of for-
giveness and peace?

(Divine Mercy Sunday) 
“He breathed on them and said to

 (John 20) and “With great power the 
apostles bore witness to the resurrec-
tion of the Lord Jesus” .   (Acts 4)  In 
the same way, the power of the Holy 
Spirit is given to us to bear witness to 
Jesus’  Resurrection and power over 
death.

HUMAN DIGNITY &  
     the FREEDOM OF CHOICE ACT 

 
During the course of the last presidential 
campaign, then candidate Barrack 
Obama declared his support for of fed-
eral legislation known as the Freedom 
of Choice Act or  FOCA.  Because of 
the leadership changes in Congress, this 
legislation has the possibility of becom-
ing the law of the land. 
 
Much like the NYS Reproductive Health 
Act, The Freedom of Choice Act is a 
radical bill. It creates a “ fundamental 
right”  to abortion throughout the nine 
months of pregnancy. No governmental 
body at any level would be able to “deny 
or interfere with”  this right; there will be 
no discrimination against the exercise of 
this right “ in the regulation or provision 
of benefits, facilities, services, or infor-
mation.”  For the first time, abortion 
would become an entitlement the govern-
ment must condone and promote. The 
bill threatens the religious liberty of 
Catholic hospitals and providers. 
 
Within our own Diocese, we recently 
welcomed several new Congressional 
representatives and a new US Senator. 
They need to be very informed of their 
constituents’  opposition to the expansion 
of abortion and the disregard for reli-
gious freedom and conscience protec-
tion.  To identify your federal elected 
officials and to contact them, go to 
www.nchla.org and click on “The Free-
dom of Choice Act”  and then the click 
on the red bar “Take Action”. 
As we celebrate the gift of eternal life 
through Jesus Christ, thank you for pro-
tecting human life here and now.
