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In the Southeast corner of Arizona is the fascinating town of 
Tombstone, Arizona. When President Harry Truman visited there 
he spoke about “Boot Hill,”  the cemetery where he remembered 
one stone especially: it said, “Here lies Jack Williams. He Did All 
He Could.”  Several places in the Hebrew Scriptures we read, 
“What other nation on the face of the earth has a God like our 
God, so close to us, so caring of us?”  Jesus calls us no longer ser-
vants but His friends. God has allowed his creatures to be known as His friends… 
not servants, not associates, not compatriots, but friends. It is a curious word to be 
used. Friendship means equality and mutuality. You share your love with a friend 
which is the very essence of the word “ friend.”  That is what Jesus calls His fol-
lowers. That is what Jesus calls us. Perhaps here lies the significance of the tomb-
stone – “He Did All He Could”  – since that is precisely what Jesus did --- all He 
could, by making us friends. 
Today we can make sure that the people we call friends know that we are and 
how important they are to us. What a beautiful gift to offer them this day – ac-
knowledged friendship. This is the best gift we can give – the gift of self.
