Pastoral Perspectives 
 
A memory expert was scheduled to deliver the keynote address at a 
big science convention. The expert had earned a doctorate in the 
study of human memory. He had written books on how to remem-
ber. He had designed a popular course of study for systematic 
memory development. On the night for the scheduled speaking 
engagement, all the participating scientists were assembled in the 
large convention. But, to their great dismay, the keynote speaker 
failed to appear. The next day, when they asked him for an explanation, he said sim-
ply, “ I forgot!”  
That is the story of a man who was unable to connect all the knowledge he had ac-
quired about human memory with everyday life in the world. 
In today’s scripture, Jesus says to his followers, “Love one another; just as I have 
loved you, you must love one another. By this love you have for one another, every-
one will know that you are my disciples”  (Jn. 13: 34-35). 
Clearly Jesus was telling his disciples not to forget the absolute need to connect all 
that he had taught them with everyday life in the real world. 
What happens when we love as Jesus does? As the Book of Revelation says: “The 
former heaven and earth will pass away. The sea, chaos will be no more. There will 
be a new heaven and a new earth. The One who sits behind the throne says: “Behold, 
I make all things new.”  
There is no room for pessimism in Christianity. The basic, loving attitude of the 
Christian is optimism. God is in control. The New Jerusalem is the Kingdom of God 
among us. And we are called to be its citizens.
