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“IN THE NAME OF THE FATHER AND OF THE SON AND OF
THE HOLY SPIRIT”

These are the words with which we acknowledge 3 personsin one God, a
mystery that has been reveaed to us by Jesus. It isvery difficult to base a
discussion on the concept of the Trinity, precisely because it is a mystery.
However, amystery is not something that we can know nothing about; rather,
it is something that we cannot entirely comprehend.

So why do we celebrate something that we don’t fully understand? We do so
because the Trinity is the essence of God. God, the Father, was revea ed to
Moses. When Jesus came, we knew of a second person in God. Before Jesus
ascended, he promised the Holy Spirit who came at Pentecost. Then we knew
there are three persons in God.

The concept must certainly be important to us.  Jesus said: “Go and teach all
nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the
Holy Ghost.” (Mathew 28:18) Thus, we acknowledge the Trinity at the be-
ginning and end of our prayers. There have been well-known attempts to
illustrate the concept, such as St. Patrick’ s simplified example of three leafs,
yet one clover. Some theol ogians have a more sophisticated model of the
Trinity. They say that “God isLove’. Yet, love cannot exist alone; by its
very natureit is directed toward another. There must be one who loves, oneto
whom the love is directed, and the love itself that binds them together. These
are the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit of the Trinity.

Again, any attempt to describe or explain the mystery of the Trinity is
inadequate for anyone of our human nature. Yet, the revelation of this
mystery to us gives us more information than a concept of a solitary person
who isGod. Thus, we can pray:

“Glory beto the Father, and to the Son, and to the Holy Spirit,
asit wasin the beginning, is now, and ever shall be,
world without end, Amen.”
