Pastoral Perspectives 
 
Today’s scripture introduces us to Simon, a Pharisee. He was a 
“collector”  – not of antiques, or stamps, or butterflies or coins. 
Rather, he was a collector of people. Some individuals collect 
because they cherish these items or because they want to pos-
sess something that nobody else has. But Simon collected peo-
ple because he wanted to attract other people, make himself the 
talk of the town and make other people jealous. And so he 
latched onto Jesus. He had no other reason for inviting him other than to show 
him off to the others that would come for a meal. Simon didn’ t even care enough 
to show Jesus the common courtesies such as water to wash and cool his feet 
from the dusty roads, or the customary drop of perfume for his hair. 
The Pharisee is quick to point out the sin of someone else – the woman of ques-
tionable character who comes forward to perform the hospitality Simon had omit-
ted. The woman does not attempt to hide her sinfulness. She knows her failings 
but is still willing to come before the Lord. 
We are all aware that we are sinners in need of God’s gracious mercy. We all fall 
short of the mark at one time or another. But the scriptures often hold up as he-
roes those who recognize their unworthiness and ask God for a renewed heart and 
spirit. For when we let hope take over and trust in God’s love, there is always the 
possibility of growth.
