The Children Y outh and Family Ser-
vices Department at Catholic Family
Center islooking for families willing
to provide food, shelter and clothing
to ayouth soon to age out a program.
Y outh in need of this service are
those youth who have I€eft their home
country for avariety of reasons and
entered the USiillegally. These youth
have immigration cases pending that
are seeking legal relief. Theimmi-
gration process can be terribly slow
and these children will no longer be
eligible for foster care services after
their 18th birthday. Without a com-
munity resource these youth will be
returned to an adult detention facility
until their immigration case has been
resolved. Catholic Family Center
will continue to provide a casework
support and counseling to the youth
while they address their immigration
barriers.
