Pastoral Perspectives 
 
The famous Helen Keller, totally blind and totally deaf, had be-
come highly educated. One evening after a lecture, she invited 
questions. Someone asked: “ If you had but one wish, what would 
it be?”  
Here was a woman who had never heard the voice or looked at the 
faces of those she loved. Her only contact with the world was by 
the sense of touch. Surely her wish would be for sight or hearing. 
Instead, she answered: “ I would wish for world peace.”  
The answer showed the greatness of the soul of Helen Keller, which was something 
like the greatness of the soul of the Master. Again and again Jesus prayed for peace 
and greeted his followers with the word “peace.”  
For Jesus, “peace”  was not just the absence of war or of noise. Rather “peace”  - 
“shalom” – meant freedom from trouble, it meant health. It meant a secure and con-
tented life. It meant all the spiritual and material gifts God would bestow on his  
people. 
That security and contentment can be seen in the tender picture Isaiah paints of a 
child at its mother’s breast.  
Peace includes everything Jesus stands for. It includes healing of body and soul. It 
includes the wisdom of his word, the comfort of his presence. It includes all that he 
did for us, especially his suffering, death and resurrection. 
Eucharistic Prayer III has these appealing words: “Lord, may this sacrifice, which 
has made our peace with you, advance the peace and salvation of all the world.”  
May the Lord make us a people of peace.
