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Fifteenth Sunday in Ordinary Time |

Next week we will welcome Father Patrick Cullen of the
St. Patrick’ s Fathers who will share with us about the needs of the
Church in Africa.

Father Patrick was ordained a priest in 1952 for the St. Patrick’s
Missionary Society and for 16 years worked in Kenyain east Africa
From 1969 to 1979 he worked In raising support for devel opment
projects in third-world countries. In 1980 he was appointed to the St.
Patrick Fathers' mission awareness program and he now continuesin
thiswork even though retired.

The St. Patrick Missionary Society began in Nigeria before 1920,
where Bishop Joseph Shanahan, a member of the Holy Ghost Order was
running a huge diocese of 8 million people with only 23 prieststo help
him. He decided to appeal to students about to be ordained in Ireland to
give thefirst five years of their priesthood to Nigeria. At thetimeit was
normal for newly ordained priests to fgo to England or Americafor afew
years but none had, so far, gone to Africa. As more and more priests
went to Nigeria, it was decided that a more permanent commitment was
needed, and a Society of secular priests who would serve as full time
missionaries was established.

In 1951 it was determined that the St. Patrick Fathers would ook
beyond southern Nigeria and a new mission was established in Kenya.
Members of the order began to serve an area between the Turkana
Desert through the farmlands and forests of the White Highlands to the
wide plains of Central Kenya.

In the 1960s the missionaries took their first assignment outside
Africa they went to Brazil to a people with along tradition of Christian-
ity but a short supply of priests. Their primary work was with the [onely,
poverty-stricken people of the shanty towns; firm bonds of friendship
}/_ve_reforged in aland where community action is a feature of Christian
iving.

Now Society priests work in Nigeria, Kenya, Sudan, Malawi,
Zambia Zimbabwe, South Africa, Cameroon, Brazil and Grenada, where
they try to establish alocal Church and help it towards maturity. From
St. Paul, thefirst Apostle called to be aforeign missionary, comes the
Society’ s motto: “The love of God overwhelms us (2 Cor. 5: 14).

Pastoral Perspectives

The story of the “Good Samaritan” which serves as this week-
end’s Gospel reading iswell familiar to us. Jesustold the story
to show us who is our neighbor. But sometimes we think of the
parable as an invitation to extraordinary acts of kindness or
generosity. But every day we meet people who are lonely, sad,
in doubt, misunderstood, guilt-ridden, neglected, hungry for
love and attention, bleeding from the unkindness of others,
crushed by discouragement, despondency, wounded with some kind of sin. Their
spirits are broken and hurting much as the body of the man who was robbed and
beaten. They cry out in the words of today’s psalm response: “| am afflicted and
in pain.” We must not pass by.

How do we minister? Perhaps with just a sincere smile or a thoughtful remark. A
heartfelt “thanks’ can do wonders for someone who feels neglected and unappre-
ciated. Tactful love will dictate what to say and how to say it.

The road from Jerusalem to Jericho, where the robbers |eft their victims half
dead, where the Good Samaritan took care of him — that road runs right through
this church, right down the aisle. It runs through your home, your office, your
factory, your classroom. All along that road are countless human beings who
have been dlightly or seriously wounded in spirit. They long for human compas-
sion and understanding. May we not pass them by.
