Pastoral Perspectives

Thisweek’s gospel story of Martha and Mary reminds us of the
value of contemplation and prayer — listening, like Mary, at the
feet of the Master. Some people, who are very busy, wonder
about the efficacy of prayer. Doesit realy work? Aren't you
just talking to yourself? Not long ago someone saw aroadside
billboard that read: “If this sign doesn’t work, how come you
arereading it?’ If thereis no power in prayer, why do so many
people pray?

Prayer is a privilege granted to everyone who believesin God. It is one of the
greatest gifts God gives us, an opportunity to converse with the Creator. Conver-
sation with Him can take place virtually any place at any time. As someone
related who likes to pray while they drive along commute to work: “| discovered
that those thirty-five minutes of driving each morning offered me the opportunity
of tensing up, elevating my blood pressure, increasing my heart rate, knotting up
my stomach or conversing with God, sharing my concerns, opening myself to
God'sinput and directives, and experiencing a relaxed sense of peace.”

Prayer does not offer the one who prays any guarantees of quick fixes or solu-
tionsto all the issues troubling our lives. But it does provide us with a stabilizer
and perhaps even arudder for our journey through the turbulence of life.
