They would 
prefer not to have any baseballs or bats. She mentioned that Nerf products would 
be the best. 
      We would be teaching the youth how to play kick ball, jump rope, 4 square, 
and any outdoor games we can think of. Mrs. Schwab told me they need to learn 
team building, sharing, and taking turns.
