Pastoral Perspectives 
 
At Monte Cassino in Italy there exists the site of the monastery 
established by St. Benedict more than 1500 years ago. Because it 
was perched on the side of a mountain overlooking British and 
American forces attempting to advance northward, the Allied 
World War II military commanders believed it was being used by 
the German army as a highly strategic lookout post. Consequently, 
in 1944, the worst saturation bombing in all of history up to that 
point leveled the monastery. But when the smoke cleared, no sol-
diers were found inside, only civilians who had fled there for refuge. After the war 
had ended the monastery was rebuilt on its hillside perch where it remains to this 
day, looking more glorious and more beautiful than ever. Actually, through its 1500 
year history, the monastery was destroyed many times; by fire, earthquake and war. 
And always it was rebuilt to appear more beautiful than before. The history is sym-
bolized in the coat of arms of the monastery that depicts an oak tree that has been cut 
down, lying next to the stump. Growing out of the stump are new branches, bearing 
new green leaves. Underneath this visual image are the words: Cut down, it comes 
back to life. 
Jesus today gives us some visual images that can quickly cut us down to tear us apart 
– all in his effort to give us new life. “You cannot be my disciple unless you re-
nounce all your possessions.”  He speaks of the ability to prefer something else over 
and above the things that we naturally hold very dear to ourselves. It is always hard 
to let go of the things that are making our lives so much less than we want them to 
be. The treasures that we cling to demand our sacrificing a life in which joy, love 
and fulfillment are at the center. The gifts of God can only be grasped with open 
hands.
