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WHAT IS AN ANGEL ?

This coming Tuesday, September 29", we celebrate a recognition of the
Archangels St. Michadl, St. Gabriel, and St. Raphadl.

Theword, angel, can bring to mind a number of images or concepts. We
sometimes can look at a peaceful deeping baby as looking like an angel (even
if we don’t know what an angel really looks like, especially if an angel may be
only spiritua in nature). A person can ask another person to be an angel in
terms of some behavior. Our faith and information from scriptures tell us that
angelsreally do exist, but what or who are they?

The word, angel, comes from Hebrew, meaning “one going” or “one sent”, or
a“messenger”. The angels are represented throughout the Bible as a body of
spiritua beings intermediate between God and men. In the Bible, they are
sometimes referred to as attendants to God, but most often, they appear in the
role of God's messengers to mankind. According to the Bible, angels drew Lot
out of Sodom. An angel foretold the birth of Samson. The angel, Gabriel, an-
nounced the birth of St. John the Baptist, and the incarnation of our Redeemer.
(Tradition ascribesto Gabriel the message to the shepherds, and the most
glorious mission of al, that of strengthening the King of the Angelsin His
Agony on the cross).

We aso believe in guardian angels. Throughout the Bible we find it repeat-
edly implied that each individual soul hasitstutelary or guardian angel. Our
Savior, Jesus, said: “ Seethat you despise not one of these little ones; for | say
to you that their angels in heaven always see the face of my Father, whoisin
heaven.” St. Jerome said: “The dignity of soul is so great, that each has a
guardian angel fromits birth.” The Bible represents the angels not only as our
guardians, but also as actually interceding for us. St. Ambrose said: “We
should pray to the angels who are given to us as guardians.”

The only scriptural names furnished of individual angels are Raphael, Michadl,
and Gabrid. If they are angels, why do we refer to them as saints, and what is
the difference between an angel and an archangel ? Any person or being that
isin good standing with God and isin heavenisasaint. St. Thomas, the theo-
logian, described a division of the angels into three hierarchies, each of which
contains three orders. Their proximity to the Supreme Being serves as the
basis of thisdivision. Inthefirst hierarchy are the seraphim, cherubim, and
thrones. In the second hierarchy, are the dominations, virtues, and powers. In
the third hierarchy, are principalities, angels, and archangels.

(Any further explanations regarding angels is beyond the scope of this article,
and probably beyond the scope of itswriter.)
