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Reports of sexual misconduct by members of the clergy in the United 
States have focused attention on issues related to due process for vic-
tims and the accused. The Battle for Rights in the United States Catho-
lic Church highlights several controversialists of the nineteenth cen-
tury, in many ways ahead of their times, who struggled to bring about 
reform and justice in the Church by insisting on the rights of priests and 
laity.  
 
This work includes stories of an American journalist of a Catholic 
newspaper, imprisoned by the U.S. government for Southern leanings 
during the Civil War, but who wrote passionately in favor of priests’  
rights, as well as a priest disciplined to a monastery who wrote elo-
quently, while in exile, of the need for an apostolic delegate in the 
United States  for protection of priests’  interests. In this period of 
American Church history, many forces were at work, including the 
struggle to identify the role that American life and culture would play 
in the life of the Church. It was also a time in which the bishops of the 
United States struggled with Rome over the control of American 
clergy. This work importantly demonstrates that developments in due 
process and financial accountability did not spring from a vacuum, but 
rather were the result of committee activists, many quite colorful, who 
battled against odds to work for a just Church. 
 
Father McKenna will be in Newcomb Friendship Center on Sunday, 
November 18 during the Pancake Breakfast, selling his new book for 
$19.95. The proceeds will go to benefit the Archdiocese of  Arusha and 
the building of a mother-child clinic.

Does that 
describe anyone that you know – late for work, late for church, late 
for appointments? There was a funeral director who had just laid to 
rest the husband of an old friend. After the graveside service, the 
widow was the only mourner to get into the big funeral limousine. 
She had no children and no other relatives. During the drive home, 
the funeral director spoke in earnest tones to the widow. “Mary,”  he 
said, “ I want to tell you something, but please don’ t be offended. I’ve been secretly in 
love with you all these years. That’s why I never married. Because of John, I never said 
anything about it. But now he’s gone. All my life I’ ve been a procrastinator. All my life 
I’ve been too slow about everything. But this time, I’m not going to wait. So Mary, if 
you should ever think of marrying again, just remember, I asked you first.”  To which 
Mary replied: “Tom, I appreciate that very much.
