Pastoral Perspectives

Three year old Gracie was playing in the living room, testing things
out. Her mother saw her pick up a nickel, examine it, and then swal-
low it. The mother immediately picked her up, turned her upside
down and pounded her on the back; whereupon, Gracie coughed up
two dimes.

Now the mother was really worried. Hysterically, she shouted to her
husband who was out in the back yard. “Gracie just swallowed a
nickel and coughed up two dimes. Hurry! Tell me what to do!” The father shouted
back: “Keep feeding her nickels. We can use the money!”

The biblical estimate of a single person’s worth is beyond our human comprehen-
sion. On the very first page, the bible says that we human beings are created in
God’s image. We are the creation of a God who loves us so much, values us so
highly, that He gave us his only Son to die that we might live. And through Jesus
Christ, God became one of us to tell us, in the most emphatic way possible, that he
treasures us more than our finite minds can ever comprehend. This is uniquely true
of each one of us.

John the Baptist this week in the scripture reminds us of God’s challenge about
people who are content to have too much, while others have too little. When love is
preached without conversion, there is no lasting love. Life is essentially develop-
ment and transformation.

John the Baptist defined genuine repentance by its fruit — what we today call
“results.” “If you are repentant,” the Baptist says, “produce the appropriate fruits.”
Don't just talk about it; produce something new in your life. Make change.

Thought for the week: When dissatisfied with what you're getting out of life,

take an inventory of what you are putting in.
