FAMILY 

 
Last Sunday we celebrated Mothers’  Day.  Next month we will celebrate  
Fathers’  Day.  There have been various attempts and dates named to celebrate 
Children’s day, although many of us have said that every day is children’s day.  
However, the importance of any of these identifications is really emphasized 
by the concept of Family.  Is there a date recognized as Family Day?  Actually, 
yes:  September 27th.  But, just as many believe that every day is children’s 
day, it can be more important to think of every day as family day.   
 
What is a family?  Of course, we all recognize the “ traditional”  family consist-
ing of mother, father, and children.  However, families also importantly exist 
in other forms:  with a missing parent, or extended families including grand-
parents, aunts, uncles, and cousins, or even as groups adopting each other with 
common purposes (such as our parish family).  But most often, we think of 
family as those living together in a shared household.   
 
“Eat dinner together.”   That is a practice that may be more important than 
many realize.  Frequent family dinners do make a difference, especially in the 
raising of children.  Sure, we all have memories of dinner-table experiences 
that were not necessarily pleasant, such as children squabbling, or not wanting 
to eat or finish a healthy meal.  But the interactions involved in stopping to 
share the family experience on a regular basis has been shown to be highly 
beneficial in intra-family relationships, and in the benefits achieved in the  
raising of children.   
 
Today, a common concern is substance abuse, which can strike any family, 
regardless of ethnicity or affluence, or gender.  It has been consistently found 
that the more often kids eat dinner with their families, the less likely they are 
to smoke, drink alcoholic beverages, or use drugs.  Also, being together on 
such a regular basis fosters the development of familial inter-relationships that 
are found to be beneficial for a lifetime, and a positive basis for helping each 
other.   
 
So let’s celebrate the family experience every day.  Many of us have found the 
result to be most satisfying.  We can also pray to the Holy Family for spiritual 
help in maintaining good family relationships.
